NAFTA – The Next 10 Years 





NAFTA’s 10th Anniversary trilateral trade [2003] between Canada, Mexico and USA accounted for $626 billion, an increase of 117% from 1993, that amounts to $1.17 bn a day.


NAFTA –Canada, Mexico & USA is home for 425 million people with market prospects; NAFTA has a collective GDP of over $12.5 trillion. The region has US$1.5 trillion in total direct investment, NAFTA Exports in 2003 were $1.16 tn and Imports $1.7trn. Canada is #1 overseas market for U.S, and Mexico the 2nd largest market.  Kansas’ #1 market is Canada & #2 is Mexico.  Kansas exports to Canada were $1.3 billion and to Mexico $645million in 2004, accounting for 40% of Kansas Exports, shared by nearly 500 firms.
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
